long-term strategy for innovation and increased 

productivity in the apple industry.  

In 2008, Scotian Gold Co-operative generated $23 

million in gross sales, and during the last six years 

capacity has increased through planting premium 

apple varieties and higher yielding orchard sys-

tems.  
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A new study conducted by professors at Mount 

Saint Vincent and the University of New Bruns-

wick confirms what we have always known: credit 

unions and co-operatives in Atlantic Canada are 

significant players in the social economy of the 

region.  

The study, A Portrait of Co-operatives and Credit 

Unions in Atlantic Canada, was based on a survey 

of some 300 co-ops and credit unions in the re-

gion. Conducted by Luc Theriault of the University 

of New Brunswick, Leslie Brown of Mount Saint 

Vincent University, and Ron Skibbens, Inspector 

of Co-operatives for Service Nova Scotia and 

Municipal Relations, the study shows that co-ops 

in  Atlantic Canada have well over half a million 

memberships and the average Atlantic co-

operatives has been in business for nearly 33 

years.  

Leslie Brown, Director of the 

Social Economy and Sustain-

ability Research Network, 

says the study showed one of
